Located 35 miles from Nassau in the southernmost
cay of the Berry Islands Chain, 125 miles from
South Florida. Chub Cay borders the deep-sea
gully known as the “Tongue of the Ocean” and is

called the “Billfish Capital of the Bahamas.”

Site developrment included harbor dredging to
accommodate larger yachts, full-service sport
fishing support facilities with waste water control,
clubhouse for members, homes, townhouses and
villas, and a paved 5,000 ft. airstrip.

The harbor was dredged to improve water flow
on both the flats side and the deep water side 1o
guarantee good water fiow through the marina
and ensure a healthy ecology. Sand dredged
from the harbor was used to restore the beaches.

The previous 96-slip fixed pier marina was
renovated in two-phases. The new marina
boasts 200 floating concrete slips ranging from
40 to 175 feet.

Chub Cay Club Associates and International

From the time Chub Cay Club was founded more
than 40 years ago, the island has attracted
legendary sport fishermen and yachtsman from
around the world.  As the owners of the privately-
held island considered how to manage growth
they faced a challenge: how to modernize the
island’s resort and marina facilities while preseny-
ing the natural splender, casual atmosphere and
avid sport fishing legacy of the island.

The architectural planning for the shore facilities
and private homes was completed with care not
to change the character of the island. Shoreside
facilities including a 20,000 sg. ft. clubhouse were
constructed in traditional Bahamian style.

As the resort’'s centerpiece, the marina was
designed to reflect the lifestyle of the island and
the magnificent boats that would visit its waters.

Bellingham Marine was contracted (o replace the
original 96-slip marina in a two-phase design-build
project that would complement the land-side
development and grow the marina to approxi-
mately 200 slips.

In keeping with the simple elegance of the
legendary location, the mainwalks and fingers of
the marina are designed expansively wide, clean
in appearance, and solidly built to provide a
perfect operations base for deep sea sports
fishing or luxury yachts. All utilities are contained
inside the floats for durability and to maintain the
uncluttered look of the harbor. There are
pumpout services within easy reach of each slip.
An indoor fish-cleaning facility captures and treats
its wastewater. The marina is slated o receive a
“Blue Flag Marina” designation awarded to
environmentally sensitive marinas.
